· All teachers and coaches carry a cell phone at all times. Cell phone has the phone number of other teachers.  DP has the number of the coach company.
· In the event of a motor vehicle accident, if any passengers are hurt, teachers call the emergency services. Teachers apply first aid until the emergency services arrive.

· Children remain on the bus unless it has been deemed unsafe by the bus driver. If requested students and teachers disembark from the bus and wait on the curb as far from the road edge as possible. 

· Teachers contact the school to advise of the incident. The school is responsible for contacting the bus company to arrange alternative transport if required. 
· The school office will inform parents of the incident. 
· The bus will drop the children off at the Aurora Centre.

	As students arrive, they are to sit in their class lines on the field. Roll call takes place at 9.00 a.m, after the buses have arrived, before entering the venue. DP to ensure class rolls are reported to the school office.

If going on the bus, children are advised to stay with DP and teacher/s going on bus - the number of teachers going on bus depends on numbers of students - 2 teachers per bus.
· The attendance of each child is checked by the DP from the ‘bus list’ before departing school. If absent, DP marks as such on list and hands this into the school office before departing.
· Children are advised  at the Aurora Centre that they are only allowed to go to the toilet if a teacher has given them permission. 
· Children going to the toilet must report to their teacher on their return.
· Parents are encouraged to do drop off and pick ups from the Aurora Centre. Those who cannot do this will let the office know by filling out a form prior to the event and letting the school know their bus requirements. (Mel will organise this list prior to the event, and will pass onto Marietjie).
· There must be a teacher present at the Aurora Centre and SJS until all children have been collected after 3.00 p.m.

	· If a civil emergency strikes in transit, the bus immediately stops. All children remain on the bus until otherwise directed by the Teachers responsible for the bus. Once the event has passed and if the roads are clear, the bus returns the children back to school. If the bus is unable to proceed, the teacher-in-charge finds safe accommodation for the children and immediately contacts the school for further instructions. If children have been injured they are moved to a safe place, teachers provide first aid and the emergency services are called. 
· If a civil emergency strikes at the venue the children will follow the direction of the teachers and Aurora Staff. Children will be evacuated to the emergency evacuation point. The safety of all children is verified. 
· If the venue proprietor deems it safe, the event will continue.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]If it is deemed unsafe to re-enter the venue, the school is contacted and arrangements are made to transport the children back to school by the school office. If it is unsafe  to travel back to school, the children will be relocated to the nearest civil defence sector post. 
· The school is kept fully informed and will communicate with parents.
